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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study and analyze the concept of education for fully functioning
person form Parker J. Palmer’s view. The study is based on information from four of Palmer’s books:
“Let Your Life Speak” (2010), “A Hidden Wholeness” (2017), “The Courage to Teach” (2016), and
“The Heart of Higher Education” (2014). The research combined content analysis and thematic
analysis.

The research findings reflected Parker J. Palmer's perspectives on two main aspects.
First was the qualities of a fully functioning person: a) Embracing and learning from the darkness
in life; b) Accepting oneself, including both potentials and limitations; c) "Being" with oneself through
solitude and community; d) Living a life of integration and non-division. Second was the education
for a fully functioning person: a) The goals of education encompass all dimensions of humanity,
aiming to develop learners physically, mentally, emotionally, socially, intellectually, and spiritually;
b) Teachers’ roles involve nurturing their inner dimensions to facilitate effective learning processes.
c) Learning processes emphasize experiential education through communities of authenticity.

d) Promoting learning communities among professional peers and networks to ensure sustainable and

robust educational practices.

IMPLICATION OF THE THEMATIC PAPER
Educational personnel and interested individuals can utilize these insights to develop
their inner and learners’ inner dimensions. This understanding can guide the design of effective
learning processes and the creation of learning communities within educational institutions or other
organizations. These efforts aim to foster deeper self-understanding, empathy for others, and a

foundation for sustainable and impactful education.
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
