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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to provide insight into Phra Paisan
Visalo’s way of thinking and practice of “Engaged Buddhism”. The study relied on an
analysis of existing documents, together with original interviews for its conclusions.

The study shows that Phra Paisan Visalo’s approach to the Engaged
Buddhism has yielded a variety of projects which include The Peaceful Death Project,
The Dhrammayarttra Project (Dharmma Distant Walking Meditation),and the
Volunteer spirit project.

Furthermore, analysis demonstrates that such projects are characterized by
a focus on developments which integrate three distinct elements aimed at enriching
society, namely, Non-duality between Reality and Dharmma, Non-Separation between
life and death and Non-Separation between Spiritual and the outside world.

In summary, socially engaged Buddhism is considered as the practical way
to relate to basic needs and obstacles of people nowadays.

To follow this innovative path, results in mutual learning of people in
society through a series of activities with systematic approaches and networks for the

long term benefit of society as a whole.
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
